I have been made an offer by Pat McGeown, a 
Sydney Media hog, who runs a TAFE course 
called Creative Ways to Get Media. The course 
is great for any business people also musicians, 
artists, writers and sporting types.

What is the 
media looking for? How do I follow up after a 
press release? Why does a "good news" story 
work better than a press release? How do I 
create it? 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Pat has worked in commercial television for 
seven years (with close to 500 hours of 
television as director/producer/writer and 
presenter), advertising for seven years and 
commercial radio for seven years. 
 
The course runs over one day. The first session 
includes video interviews with newspaper editors 
and journalists. The second session is "hands 
on" and you get to create in a team 
environment. 
 
 The course at this stage is looking to run in 
Gundagai towards the end of July 2010. 
Participants will receive a Statement of 
Attainment from TAFE NSW. The course is very 
rewarding and participants won’t be 
disappointed. 
 
The cost is $170.00 Inc GST and includes lunch. 
A minium of 10 people will be required to run the 
course and would be run on a Saturday or, if it 
was preferable to run during the week, would be 
done over two nights with supper instead of 
lunch.
